1. SAFETY
1.1. ELECTRICAL SAFETY

4. OPERATION
4.1. Ensure that on/off switch (on the back of the fan motor), is in the ‘off * position before connecting to mains.
4.2. Route the flex from the mains plug to the machine so as not to present a trip hazard.

5. MAINTENANCE
